Condom Excuses:
1) Excuse: Condoms don’t feel natural.

· Response: Having an STD or getting pregnant won’t feel natural either

2) Excuse: Let’s do it just this once without a condom.
· Response: Once is all it takes to cause a problem.

3) Excuse: Condoms don’t feel as good as the real thing… they aren’t natural.

· Response: Today’s thin latex condoms feel quite natural. 

4) Excuse: Why do I need to use a condom if we’re using the pill?

· Response: So you can protect your health.  The pill does not help prevent infection with STDs, including AIDS… but condoms do.

5) Excuse: People who use condoms don’t trust each other.

· Response: It’s not a matter of trust—It’s a matter of caring for yourself and the person you are with.  In fact, both partners share a responsibility for having and using condoms.

6) Excuse: Condoms are for people with diseases.  Do I look sick to you?
· Response: Unfortunately, you can’t tell by looking at someone if she or he has an STD.  Most people don’t know when they are infected with an STD.  A person can look and feel healthy--and still be infected.  
7) Excuse: Sex doesn’t feel good with a condom on.

· Response: There is plenty of feeling left, and I would not feel safe without it.

8) Excuse: I do not have a condom with me
· Response: Let’s go to the store and buy a condom.
