LEARNING TO GIVE IMMUNIZATIONS

Goals/Objectives

At the end of this experience you should:

1. Be comfortable with administering IM and Subcutaneous vaccines to children with limited or no supervision
2. Be able to counsel to counsel parents about contraindications and side effects of vaccines

3. Be familiar with the Vaccine for Children (VFC) program

4. Understand the role of the nurse in giving and documenting vaccines
Process:

Residents will each spend ½ day with the nurse administering shots. During that time, the resident will participate in all aspects of vaccine administration, including completing paperwork and drawing up and administering vaccines to children.

Included in the training should be:

1) Refrigeration requirements for various vaccines

2) Required paperwork for VFC and CNMC policies

3) How to mix and draw-up vaccines, what needles should be used for various vaccines

4) Reviewing any contraindications and possible side effects with parents

5) Observing and assisting nurse with administering vaccines

6) Administering vaccines with nurse’s assistance
