Course Description:   
This elective course presents an opportunity to learn the nature and scope of pediatric dermatology. Residents will be active members of the Dermatology Service, participating in out-patient clinic and in-patient consultation rounds. In addition, residents have the opportunity to attend formal dermatology didactic conferences, lectures, and Grand Rounds at NIH, Georgetown, and Washington Hospital Center. 
Opportunities to participate in CNMC multidisciplinary clinics, such as Vascular Anomalies, Vulvar Diseases, Rheumatology-Dermatology, Skeletal Dysplasia, Tuberous Sclerosis, and Neurofibromatosis Clinics are made available. Satellite dermatology clinics are held at CN sites in Spring Valley, Laurel Lakes and eventually at Adams Morgan. 
You will learn about common pediatric skin conditions as well as complex pediatric concerns, such as congenital, infectious, neoplastic, and cutaneous manifestations of systemic disease. We help evaluate children with complex congenital conditions or inherited syndromes because so many of these involve the skin, hair, and nails.

There are opportunities to write brief case reports and other essays for submission to indexed journals. Over the past 3 years, approximately 15 rotators (mostly medical students) have had brief papers accepted by journals such as Nature, MMWR, JAMA, JAMA Dermatology, and the Journal of the American Academy of Dermatology. Please check with Dr. Kirkorian and Dr. Norton for ideas and opportunities. 

No weekends or call.  The residents will work alongside Dermatology Residents from Georgetown/ Washington Hospital Center, George Washington University, Howard University, and Walter Reed National Military Medical Center. 
Goals/Objectives:

1. Appreciate the breadth and diversity of pediatric dermatology.
2. Participate as an active member of the Dermatology Service in clinic and hospital wards.
3. Learn the structure and function of the skin and describe dermatologic lesions accurately.

4. Learn to primarily manage basic dermatologic conditions and distinguish cases that should be referred to pediatric dermatology. 
Evaluation Methods: 
1. Subjective evaluations based on clinical examination skills, charting, rapport with patients, teamwork, inquisitiveness, fund of knowledge, and ability to acquire skills and knowledge. 
2. Clinical photograph examination

3. 10-minute presentation (optional) 

4. Scholarly endeavors (such as preparation of a case report for publication)

Thursdays:  
Mornings:

Dermatology Grand Rounds, where we examine live patients with particularly unusual or complex conditions, take place on Thursday mornings. These are held at NIH, Georgetown University Hospital, or Washington Hospital Center. Coordinate with the senior dermatology residents for further details. 

Afternoons:

Dermatology-Rheumatology Multidisciplinary Clinic: 3rd Thursday of the month
This multi-disciplinary clinic is co-directed by Dr. Kalyani Marathe from dermatology and Dr. Tova Ronis from rheumatology. Children with rheumatologic disease with cutaneous manifestations are evaluated and managed.
