ID Elective/Selective
The CNMC Infectious Diseases Division is excited to offer a new ID Elective/Selective for second and third year Pediatric residents interested in gaining more expertise in this area.  The objective of the elective/selective is to provide the rotator with an in depth understanding of the approach, differential diagnosis, usual microbial agents and appropriate antimicrobial therapy for a variety of common pediatric infectious diseases.  In addition to functioning as an active part of the ID consult team, consults assigned to the rotator will be tailored according to their specific interests/career goals.  By the end of the elective, the rotator will have a better understanding of the spectrum of activity for commonly used antimicrobial agents and mechanisms of antimicrobial resistance, including MRSA and resistant gram negative organisms.  The rotator will gain experience with the evaluation and management of common general pediatric infections, such as Fever of Unknown Origin, Bone and Joint Infections, Bloodstream Infections, Meningitis, Encephalitis, Kawasaki Disease, Toxic Shock Syndrome, Complex Pneumonia, and Congenital Infection.  Rotators will also gain expertise in the evaluation and differential diagnosis of  patients presenting with common and uncommon rashes.   Our diverse patient population also offers the opportunity to gain experience in areas of tropical medicine such as malaria, typhoid fever, and infectious gastroenteritis.  More focused areas of interest that can be accommodated include Infections in the Immunocompromised Patient (Hematological and Solid Organ Transplantation) and Infections in the Setting of Critical Care (PICU, CICU, or NICU).
