Residents should be expected to see patients along with Ophthalmology residents, fellows and/or attendings and become familiar and adept with ophthalmology pertinent history and examination. 
GOALS AND OBJECTIVES:
	1) Prevention, Counseling and Screening: Understand the pediatrician's role in preventing ophthalmic disease, injury and dysfunction through counseling, screening and early intervention.
	 

	2) Undifferentiated Signs and Symptoms: Evaluate and appropriately treat or refer commonly presenting ophthalmologic signs and symptoms.
	 

	3) Common Conditions Not Referred: Diagnose and manage patients with common ophthalmologic conditions that generally do not require referral.
	 

	4) Conditions Generally Referred: Recognize, provide initial management and refer appropriately conditions that usually require ophthalmologic referral.
	 

	5) Ophthalmologic Signs of Systemic Disorders: Recognize various signs of ophthalmologic pathology that may be manifestations of systemic disorders.
	 

	6) Diagnostic and Screening Procedures: Perform diagnostic and screening procedures associated with pediatric ophthalmology.
	 

	7) Pediatric Competencies in Brief: Demonstrate high standards of professional competence while working with patients under the care of a subspecialist.

	1) Technical and therapeutic procedures. Describe the following procedures, including how they work and when they should be used; competently perform those commonly used by the pediatrician in practice: conjunctival swab, contact lens removal, irrigation, eyelid eversion, eye patch, fluorescein eye exam, ocular motility evaluation, funduscopy.
