Cleanses skin with a Chloraprep Frepp® applying a back and forth “surgical scrub” type pattern using gentle friction for 30 seconds (includes all of skin area to be under the transparent dressing). Allows to air dry completely, avoids fanning over site.  Does not re-palpate insertion site after cleansed.   (Does not use Chloraprep® in child 2 months old or less- changes to use of cleansing agent for this age group per CNMC protocol.) 
	
	
	
	
	
	
	
	

	9. Examines the catheter device and twists hub of catheter 360 degrees, with the tab of the catheter hub aligned facing up.  Avoids contamination by not touching the catheter.

	11. Orients needle bevel side up.  Holds catheter at a zero to 15 degree angle to skin and pierces skin.  Approaches vein slowly.  Obtains a flashback of blood.
	
	
	
	
	
	
	
	

	12. Lowers catheter to almost parallel with skin. Advances entire unit slightly (1/8 to 1/4 inch) to ensure catheter tip is fully in the lumen of the vein.
	
	
	
	
	
	
	
	

	13. Maintains skin traction and pushes tab on hub of catheter to thread catheter into the vein. (Avoids contamination by not touching open end of hub) Releases tourniquet. 
	
	
	
	
	
	
	
	

	14. Utilizes "V technique" with index and middle finger to stabilize the hub in place and hold pressure on vein above the tip of the catheter, presses the white button to retract the catheter needle into the safety shield. 	15. Aspirates with syringe and notes a blood return.   Checks for pain or infiltration (swelling at site) as the catheter is flushed with 0.9% saline per CNMC protocol.
	
	
	
	
	
	
	
	

	16. Applies large Hubguard® to stabilize catheter hub, and Sorbaview® dressing over insertion site. Applies small Hubguard® under extension tubing/catheter hub connection.
