ALLERGY, PULMONARY AND SLEEP MEDICINE
OUT PATIENT ROTATION 

GOALS AND OBJECTIVES
RECOMMENDED LENGTH OF ROTATION 
· minimum of 2 weeks
· SLEEP CLINIC IS STRONGLY RECOMMENDED (Thursday) 
To familiarize the student/resident with common clinical pediatric allergy, pulmonary and sleep disorders in children. 

· Understand the pathophysiology of the most common disorders in health and disease and apply this knowledge to clinical decision-making and management.
· Enhance clinical skills in history taking, and examination with specific focus on the respiratory system.
· Understand the principles of management of common respiratory diseases 

CLINICS

· Clinics start at 8:30. Student should arrive in clinic at 8am and report to Sherida Chapell/Giovana Garces-Claro (Administrative staff, ALPS division; room 1030), who will take you to the designated attending for that clinic.
· Before the rotation starts go over the clinic schedule, the common problems and suggested reading. 
· Write down your goals for this rotation, using the learning contract for medical education that is provided (optional). Ask Dr. Ogunlesi for copy.
· Trainee would be expected to attend ALL clinics and clerk patients to ensure diversity of experience.
· Choose any Attending as preceptor for your rotation and review your goals for the rotation at the beginning of the rotation, mid way through and at the end for feedback and evaluation.
CONFERENCES (Only those doing 4 week elective rotation)
· CF CONFERENCE - Wednesday – on hold
· SLEEP CONFERENCE – Thursday  - on hold 
Residents are expected to attend at least one multidisciplinary CF conference when they are in clinic and one sleep conference during their rotation.
PRESENTATION (Only those doing 4 week elective rotation)
At the end of your rotation you will be expected to present and discuss an interesting case you saw during this rotation, to members of the division at fellow’s conference on the last Friday of your rotation.

· Genetics and pathophysiology of Cystic fibrosis; Newborn screening for CF
· Understand the clinical presentation, diagnosis and management of CF related problems

· Understand the multidisciplinary approach to CF patient care

ii. Respiratory - understand the principles, techniques & devices used for airway clearance

iii. Nursing

iv. Nutrition

3. Obstructive Sleep Apnea (OSA)

-  Understand the pathophysiology and treatment of OSA and other sleep disorders in children.

-  Understand the principles of Sleep studies. 

4. Pneumonias: infectious and non- infectious; aspiration syndromes; pulmonary problems in the immunocompromised patient
5. Bronchiolitis; Bronchitis; Bronchiectasis

6. Respiratory disorders of the newborn and Bronchopulmonary Dysplasia (Chronic lung disease of prematurity)
· Managing the “NICU graduate”

· Indications for Apnea monitoring & monitor downloads
7. Tracheostomy  complications; home ventilation
8. Pulmonary Function testing: 
- Rotations will include one half day in PFT lab. Personally experience Spirometry and Plethysmography to understand the principles and interpretation of PFT’s

- Exercise testing
9. Understand the principles of asthma medication devices (e.g aerochamber, nebulizer) and learn the proper techniques of administering inhaled medications.
10. Observe airway clearance techniques and the principles of the different devices, including Ther-Airpy vest, Accapella and Flutter. acapella, incentive spirometer, PEP devices
