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Introduction:  The goal of the Surgery Selective is to provide pediatric residents exposure to pediatric surgery outpatient clinic.  Residents will learn how to differentiate normal and abnormal conditions and to determine which pathology requires surgical intervention.  
Clinic Schedule:
Clinics usually run from 8-12am and then 1-4pm and is located on 4 Green (right outside the 4 Main Elevators).
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Roles and Responsibilities:

Residents should be expected to see patients independently, give verbal presentations to the attending and become adept at communicating with families.  Residents will follow up on pending labs and imaging studies and review cases with attendings as needed.  
Goals and Objectives:

Below are the general goals and objectives for the rotation.  The resident should tailor the goals and objectives based on personal goals and career trajectory.

	Primary Goals for this Rotation

	1) Normal Vs. Abnormal: Differentiate normal conditions from pathologic ones requiring surgical intervention. 

	2) Undifferentiated Signs and Symptoms: Evaluate and appropriately treat or refer signs and symptoms that may require surgery. 

	3) Common Conditions Not Referred: Diagnose and manage common conditions that generally do not require surgical referral. 

	4) Conditions Generally Referred: Diagnose, provide initial stabilization, and refer appropriately conditions that usually require surgical evaluation. 

	5) Pre-operative and Post-operative Evaluation: Collaborate with surgeons in the pre-operative and post-operative evaluation and management of pediatric patients, differentiating between adult and pediatric surgeons. 

	7) Therapeutic and Technical Procedures: Acquire recommended proficiency in the use and performance of common outpatient surgical procedures.

	8) Pediatric Competencies in Brief: Demonstrate high standards of professional competence while working with patients under the care of a subspecialist
