	1) Hearing Loss: Understand the morbidity of hearing loss, intervention strategies, and the pediatrician's and other specialists' roles in prevention, recognition and management. 
	 

	2) Prevention and Counseling: Understand the pediatrician's role in preventing otolaryngologic disease and dysfunction through screening and counseling. 
	 

	3) Normal vs. Abnormal: Differentiate normal otolaryngologic conditions from abnormal ones 
	 

	4) Undifferentiated Signs and Symptoms: Evaluate and appropriately treat or refer these presenting otolaryngological signs and symptoms. 
	 

	5) Common Conditions Not Referred: Diagnose and manage common otolaryngological conditions that generally do not require referral. 
	 

	6) Conditions Generally Referred: Recognize, provide initial management and refer appropriately conditions that usually require otolaryngologic referral. 
	 

	7) Otitis Media: Be able to effectively diagnose and manage acute and chronic suppurative otitis media and otitis media with effusion. 
	 

	8) Sinusitis: Diagnose and manage patients with sinusitis, and refer when appropriate. 
	 

	9) Tonsillar and Adenoidal Hypertrophy: Screen, diagnose and manage patients with symptoms secondary to tonsillar and adenoidal hypertrophy, and refer when appropriate. 
	 

	10) Pediatric Competencies in Brief: Demonstrate high standards of professional competence while working with patients under the care of a subspecialist.
