Pediatric Urology Rotation
INTRODUCTION: The goal of the pediatric urology rotation is to provide pediatric residents with an outpatient experience in pediatric urology clinics where they gain exposure to common pediatric problems.  Residents should learn how to differentiate normal from pathologic conditions and be able to determine which pathology requires referral to the urologist.

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ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:

Residents should be expected to see patients independently, give verbal presentations to the attending and become adept at communicating with families.  Residents will follow up on pending labs and imaging studies and review cases with attendings as needed.  
GOALS AND OBJECTIVES:
 
	1) Prevention, Counseling and Screening: Understand the pediatrician's role in preventing urologic injury, disease and dysfunction through screening, counseling and early intervention for the following issues:

	          A) Circumcision (risk, benefit, anesthesia, procedures used).

	          B) Care of the uncircumcised penis in order to prevent balanitis.

	          C) Normal developmental process of attaining bladder control.

	          D) Normal pubertal development.

	          E) Genital hygiene in females in order to prevent urinary tract infections and vulvovaginitis.

	          F) Educate adolescent males about testicular self-examination 

	          G) Counsel boys about the need for protective cups while engaging in sports 

	2) Normal Vs. Abnormal: Differentiate normal urologic conditions from pathologic ones and perform appropriate pediatric office screening.

	3) Undifferentiated Signs and Symptoms: Evaluate and appropriately treat or refer presenting urologic signs and symptoms.

	4) Common Conditions Not Referred: Diagnose and manage common urologic conditions that generally do not require referral.

	5) Conditions Generally Referred: Recognize, provide initial management and refer appropriately conditions that usually require urologic referral.

	6) Pediatric Competencies in Brief: Demonstrate high standards of professional competence while working with patients under the care of a subspecialist.
